No history of the Yorkshire Terrier would be complete
without including the story of Smokey, a purebred Yorkie
that was found 1n a shell hole after an American charge into
Japanese lines in the New Guinea jungle. Smokey became
the dog of soldier William Wynne and went through 150 air
raids, flew 12 air-sea rescue missions, and weathered a
typhoon at Okinawa. Wynne, who had no previous
experience 1n training dogs, taught her how to waltz, walk a
tightrope, and jump through hoops. At Lingayen, the Signal
Corps had to lay a telegraph wire through a 9-inch pipe
under an airstrip. Smokey crawled 70 feet through the pipe,
dragging a towline attached to the wire. In her special
parachute, Smokey learned how to make jumps from a 30-
foot tower. She also ate C-rations and Spam, took soldiers’
vitamin pills, and was bathed in Wynne’s helmet.
